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Microsoft Expression Web Special Lesson #1: Publishing Your Website 
Lesson Objectives:
In today’s lesson, you will publish the personal website you’ve been working in class on a web space at no cost.
1. Create an account on http://www.tripod.com.
2. Upload your content.
3. View your website in its present form.
Creating an Account
As you already know, user accounts secure your online materials by preventing other people from being able to access them.  Just as you have a network home directory on our school server, you can create one in the web as well.  From here, the world can view the website you have created in its present form.  The first step, however, is to let the world know that your site exits.  This we will do by first creating a web space account.
1. Browse to http://www.tripod.com.
2. Click the “Learn More” link next to the Free Plan within the bottom left pane on this page.

3. Read the features you will have in this window and close it.

4. Click the “Start Now” button.

5. In the ensuing window, click the “Sign Up” button within the Tripod Free pane.

6. Complete the account information data in this window and click “I Agree” when complete.  If each of the required fields have been completed appropriately, you will have created your free account.

Uploading Your Content
1. Launch Microsoft Expression Web and open your personal website.

2. Select the “Publish Site” command from the File menu.

3. Be sure the “Remote Web Site” tab is selected and that the “Front Page Server Extensions” radio button is selected.

4. Next, populate the “Remote Website location” field by typing http://frontpage.tripod.com/{username}.
5. Leave the “Use Encrypted Connection (SSL)” checkbox unchecked and click “OK”.

6. You will now be prompted for your username and password you selected while establishing your Tripod account.  Type these in the appropriate fields.
7. Click “OK”.

8. You will now be taken back to the main website page.  Notice that all of the files in the right hand pane (the remote website) are listed.
9. Make sure that the “Local to Remote” radio button is checked in the bottom right corner of the screen.

10. Click the “Publish Web Site” button.  Congratulations!  You just published your website! 

V iewing Your Website
1. Launch Internet Explorer.

2. Browse to http://{username}.tripod.com to view your site!
