Lesson Objectives:
In today’s lesson, you will learn how to perform the following skills:

1. Wrap text and graphics.

2. Adjust color and brightness.

3. Add a bevel to a graphic.

4. Add margins and padding to a graphic.

Wrapping Text and Graphics
You can wrap text around a graphic to attractively integrate text and graphics in a Web page. You can use the Wrapping Style options (also known as horizontal alignment) in the Pictures Properties dialog box to have text flow around the right or left side of a graphic. You can also set the vertical alignment in the Pictures Properties dialog box. The vertical alignment controls where the graphics aligns above or below the elements on either side of it. The effect of your vertical alignment depends on the selected Wrapping style. 
1. Open and display the Web page you want to use.
2. Right click the graphic you want to wrap around text and then click Picture Properties.  The default is set to None which removes any text wrapping.
3. Click the Appearance tab.
4. Click the Left or Right box.
5. Click OK.

Now let’s look at how to set the vertical alignment.

1. Right click the graphic you want to align and then click Picture Properties.
2. Click the Appearance tab.
3. To set the vertical alignment, click the Alignment list arrow and then select an option.
4. The Default Top Middle or Bottom option is recommended.
5. Click OK. 

Adjusting Color and Brightness Properties
Once you have inserted clip art and other objects into a Web page, you can adapt them to meet your needs. Perhaps the clip is too small to be effective or you don't quite like the colors it uses. You can increase or decrease the brightness of a graphic as well as the color contrast using the Pictures toolbar.  In addition, you can introduce a wash which is a gray art effect that increases the brightness but dims the contrast and serves as an excellent background.

1. Open and display the Web page you want to use.
2. Select the graphic you want to adjust. Resize handles appear on the graphic and the Pictures toolbar opens.
3. To alter the color contrast, click the More Contrast button or the Less Contrast button on the Pictures toolbar.
4. To change the brightness, click the More Brightness button or the Less Brightness button on the Pictures toolbar.
Adding a Bevel to a Graphic
Special effects can be used to bevel the border or create the illusion of dimensionality. In addition to adding a border to a graphic, you can also add a bevel-style frame. When you click the Bevel button on the Pictures toolbar, Expression Web transforms the edge of your graphic into a bevel-style frame. You can continue to click the Bevel button until you are satisfied with the degree of the bevel.

1. Open and display the Web page you want to use.
2. Select the graphic in which you want to add a beveled edge.
3. Click the Bevel button on the Pictures toolbar.
4. Continue to click the Bevel button until you achieve the look you want.
Adding Margins and Padding
Graphic margins are the space outside of the border and graphic padding is the space inside of the border. If you want to change the margins or padding for a specific graphic, you can quickly click and drag the margin or padding line. When you select a graphic a set of beige lines that cross at the corners appear outside the graphic border. To change the graphic margins, drag the beige lines to the location you want. When press the Shift key with a selected graphic, a set of blue lines that cross at the corners appear inside the graphic border. To change the graphic padding, press and hold Shift and drag the blue lines to the location you want.

1. Open and display the Web page you want to use.
2. Select the graphic you want to adjust.
3. To change graphic margins drag the beige lines around the graphic. As you drag, a ScreenTip appears indicating the margin size in pixels.
4. To change graphic padding, hold down Shift and then drag the blue lines around the graphic. As you drag, a ScreenTip appears indicating the padding size in pixels.
