Microsoft Expression Web #4C: Working with Web Page Text

Lesson Objectives:
In today’s lesson, you will learn how to perform the following skills:

1. Apply styles.
2. Format text.
3. Add text effects.
Applying Styles

A style is a collection of formatting settings saved with a Web site or template that you can apply to text, graphics and tables at anytime.  If you modify a style, you make the change once but all text tagged with that style changes to reflect the new format.  Expression Web provides you with built-in styles or you can create your own user-defined styles.
1. Create a new website from a template.  Title it anything you wish.

2. Now open the web site planning documents you created in Word and stored in your network home directory during previous pre-classes.  These include the list of assets you intend to put on your site.  One of these should include a brief statement about yourself on your homepage.
3. We are going to apply a style to this material.  Select this text you want to apply a style.

4. Click the Style list arrow on the Common toolbar.

5. Click a style from the drop-down list.  Experiment with at least 3 styles.  On the space below, list the 3 you worked with.
Formatting Text
You'll often want to format or change the style of text to add emphasis to part of a web page. Boldface, underlines and other text effect s are toggle switches.  This means you simply click to turn them on and off.  For special emphasis, you can apply multiple formats such as bold and italics. You can also change the font type face and size .  Using one font typeface for headings and another for main text adds a professional look to your Web page.

1. Open and display the Web page you want to use.

2. Select the text you want to format.
3. Click a formatting button on the Common toolbar to apply the attribute you want: bold, italics, underline, font type, size and color buttons.
Special Effects
Expression Web comes with simple special effects you can quickly add to text on your Web pages. Some of the effects add style to your text such as Blink or overlines while others define the type of text such as definition or citation on your Web pages.  Let’s try adding font effects first.

1. Open and display the Web page you want to use.

2. Select the text you want to format.
3. Click the Format menu and then click Font.
4. Select or clear the font special effects check boxes. The unique effects to Expression Web include: 
a. Overline which draws a line above the text.

b. Blink which applies blinking animation to the text.

c. Capitalize which capitalizes the first letter in each word.

d. Strong which applies a stronger emphasis to the text.

e. Emphasis which applies a subtle emphasis to the text. 
f. Sample which applies a fixed width font to the text.

g. Definition which specifies the text as a definition.
h. Citation specifies the text as a reference to other sources.

i. Variable specifies the text as a variable or program argument.

j. Keyboard specifies the text that is entered by a user.

k. Code specifies the text as a programming code.

5. Click OK.
