By completing this lesson, you will be able to do the following:

1. Open an existing website.
2. Add pages to your website.

3. Save a website.
4. Rename a website.
5. Delete a website.
Opening an Existing Website
If you need to update an existing Web site, Expression Web gives you ways to open the site. You can use the Open button list arrow on the Common toolbar or the Recent Sites command on the File menu. You can open a Web site from your local hard drive, a network drive or a Web server using a Web address known as a Uniform Resource Locator (URL). When you open several pages at the same time, they all appear in the same window. However, if you open a new site while another site is still open, the new site opens in a new Expression Web window. 
1. To open a website locally (from an individual workstation), click the Open button list arrow on the Common toolbar and then click Open Site.

2. Click an icon on the Navigation pane (Vista) or Places bar (XP) to open a frequently used folder. 
3. Navigate to the drive and folder location where you want to open the Web site.

4. Select the Web folder with the site you want to open. 
5. Click Open.
Adding Pages to Your Website
Whether you have a Web site created using a template or are beginning from scratch, you will eventually need to add new pages to the site. New pages can be blank or template based so it is also possible to integrate template pages with your own pages that you created from scratch. The New dialog box contains an extensive selection of single- page templates. After you create the new page, you need to create a hyperlink to the existing Web.  In this next sequence, we’ll look at how to add blank pages to your website.

1. Click the Web Site tab for the site in which you want to add a new page. 

2. If necessary, click the View menu and then click Folder List to display the Folder List.

3. Right-click a blank area of the Folders List, point to New and then click HTML. A new file appears in the Folder List and is assigned a default name which is highlighted and 
framed in a box.
4. Type a new name (including .htm at the end) for the page and then press Enter.
5. Drag the file name icon for the page where you want it in the Folder List. Expanding and contracting lines appear any place where your page can be positioned. 
6. When the new page is where you want it, release the mouse button to position the page. 
7. Double-click the new page to open it for editing.

Now let’s look at how to add web pages using templates.  Feel free to experiment.

1. Click the Web Site tab for the site in which you want to add a new page.
2. Click the New button list arrow on the Common toolbar and then click Page. 
3. The New dialog appears asking you to click the tab with the page template you want to use.  We will talk more about the following page types in due course so don’t worry about these yet.  General creates HTML, ASPX, CSS, Master Page, Dynamic Web Template, JavaScript, XML, Text File, Create from Dynamic Web Template or Create from Master Page. ASP.NET creates ASPX, Master Page, Web User Control, Web Configuration, Site Map and Create from Master Page. CSS Layouts create HTML files and link them to CSS files. Style Sheets initialize cascading style sheet (CSS) files to standardize the appearance of Web pages. Frames Pages creates frame pages. For now, click the General tab.

4. Select the template you wish to use.  Feel free to experiment.

5. Click OK. 
6. Click the Save button on the Common toolbar. 
7. Navigate to the Web site folder location where you want to add pages. These should be in a folder on your network home directory.
8. Type a name for the page or use the suggested name and then click Save.
Saving a Website
After you finish working with a Website, you need to save the material. When you make changes on a Website or page, asterisk (*) appears on the tab next to the name indicating changes have not been saved. When you save a website, you save each Web page and any related or embedded files such as graphics included with the pages. You can use the Save All command on the File menu to quickly save all modified files. If graphics on a Web page need to be saved, the Save Embedded Files dialog box appears asking you to select any options you want and save the files.

1. To save a website, click the File menu and then click Save All.

2. If necessary, specify which image files you want to save with the web page or pages and where to save them.  Here are the options you have: Rename allows you to rename the 
embedded file name. Change Folder will change the embedded folder location. Set Action will set the option to save or not save an embedded file.  Picture File Type changes the graphic type and quality.

3. Click OK
Renaming a Website
When you create a Web site using a template or wizard, Expression Web automatically gives the site a general name (mysite1, mysite2, etc.) and saves it. You can rename the site to something more meaningful to you. You can right-click the Web site folder or use the Site Settings command on the Site menu.
1. Click the Site menu and then click Site Settings. 
2. Click the General tab.

3. Type a new site name.

4. Click OK.

5. Use the preceding steps to name it back to its original name.

Deleting a Website
If you no longer want or need a Web site you can delete it. Do not use the following sequence on the website you are working on for this class or your work will be deleted.

1. Create a practice website using per previous lesson #1.  It can contain any number of pages.

2. Right-click the top most folder on the folder list on this test site and then click Delete. 
3. Click the Delete this Web site entirely option. 
4. Click OK.
