Add a Cell, Row, or Column to a Table
As you begin to work on a table, you might need to modify its structure by adding more rows, columns or cells to accommodate new text, graphics or other tables. The table realigns as needed to accommodate the new structure. When you insert rows, columns or cells, the existing rows shift down, the existing columns shift right and you choose what direction the existing cells shift. Similarly, when you delete unneeded rows, columns or cells from a table, the table realigns itself.

1. Open and display the Web page you want to use.

2. Click to position the insertion point to the right of the cell where you want to add another cell.

3. To add a single cell, click the Table menu, point to Insert and then click Cell to the Left or Cell to the Right.

4. To add multiple rows or columns, click the Table menu, point to Insert and then click  Rows Or Columns.  To add a single row or column, click the Table menu, point to 
Insert and then click Columns to the Left, Columns to the Right, Row Above or Row Below.

5. Enter the number of columns or rows you want to add to the table and the related options.

6. Click OK. The new columns or rows are added to the table underneath or to the right of the insertion point.
Activity: 
1. Create a blank web page.

2. Insert a layout table of 2 rows and 5 columns.
3. Type the numbers 1 through 10 consecutively in each of the cells.

4. Click just to the right of the number 10.

5. Click the Row Below command on the Table menu.  In the space below, describe what happened.
6. Type the numbers 11 through 15 in each of the newly created cells in the row.

Resizing Rows and Columns
Expression Web provides three commands: Distribute Rows Evenly, Distribute Columns Evenly, and AutoFit To Contents which you can use to create evenly spaced rows and columns in a table. However, due to limitations in HTML regarding table dimensions, browsers often override table alignment settings so it’s important to test pages with tables in several browsers.  If you need to adjust a single row or column, you can use the mouse pointer to drag the border to a new location.

1. Open and display the Web page you want to use.

2. Position the pointer over the border between the rows or columns you want to resize (cursor changes to a double-headed arrow) and then drag the border to resize it.
Activity: make each of the cells (1 through 15) to approximately 90x40 pixels.
