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Microsoft PowerPoint Exercise #11: Products
Now that we have all of the PowerPoint fundamentals solidly under our belts, we will now use nearly everything we’ve learned about PowerPoint thus far.  Begin by thinking of your favorite product.  It must be a real product.  It can be nearly anything – a favorite book, game, computer, video game etc.  You must be able to find substantial information about it somewhere on the web.  You may need to do some research here.  Your goal here is to know enough about the product to convince people to buy it.  Now imagine that you are a salesperson for this product and you work for a very small start-up company.  Your job is to build a customer base by traveling on the road to other companies who are interested in purchasing your product in fairly large quantities.

At each company you visit, you decide to put on a PowerPoint presentation.  For purposes of this assignment, your presentation must contain slides which answer the following questions in order:
· Title slide:

· What is the name of the product which you are trying to sell?

· Who are you?

· What company do you work for?  Make up a name.

· The date of the presentation.  Use today’s date.

· Product slides (You must have at least 7.  Here is where you will use material found on the websites you’ve researched previously.  You will be expected to create slides which include titles, brief remarks about the product in your own words paragraph text and product images where appropriate.  The following questions are meant only to get you started thinking and are not meant to be definitive).
· What does the product do?

· What advantages does it have over others in its class?

· What age group(s) is it geared for?

· How much does each unit cost?  What about many?
· When will it be available?

· Which stores will sell it?

· Where are these stores located?

· Extra credit: form at least three speaker notes for each slide (see me)

This project is due December 14, 2010 and will count for 100 points.  You may work in small groups of 2 or 3 if you wish.  Each individual or group must submit hardcopies of the slide presentations.
