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Microsoft PowerPoint Exercise #3: Web Site Slides
It is possible to make slides from almost anything including websites.  With this lesson, I would like to turn away from academically oriented websites which you might visit for class projects and so forth and give you an opportunity to work with some websites which you enjoy.  After completing this exercise, you will be able to log onto a website and make a slide from any page on that site.
1. Divide into your small groups.

2. After booting and logging on to the system, click the Start button.

3. Select Programs.

4. Launch Microsoft PowerPoint.
5. If the New Presentation task pane isn’t displayed, select the Task Pane option in the View menu.

6. Select Blank Presentation beneath the Content Layouts portion of the pane.  You should now have a blank slide.

7. Launch Microsoft Internet Explorer

8. Browse to your favorite website.  Observe the rules contained in the H.C.S. Internet Usage Policy – no viewing of offensive or pornographic websites.  Sports, video game and of course education websites are acceptable.  Choose a website which has at least 4 different pages in it.
9. In the space below, write the U.R.L. (universal resource locator) of this website.

10. Browse to a page on that site which you feel would make a nice PowerPoint slide.

11. Note the U.R.L. of this slide.  Write it down on the back of this sheet.  At the conclusion of this exercise, I must see at least 4 entries for each of the 4 pages out of which slides will be made.

12. Maximize the screen.

13. Type <Print Scrn> located next to <F12>.

14. Switch back to your PowerPoint window.

15. Select the Paste command from the Edit menu.  An image of the website appears on the slide.  Don’t be concerned if it exceeds the actual size of the slide.  We’ll work on formatting and positioning in the next exercise.
16. Right click anywhere inside the Outline/Slides pane on the left side of the screen.

17. Select New Slide.

18. Allow somebody else in the group to assume control of the computer.

19. Repeat step #5.

20. Go back to your website and browse to another page on the same website.
21. Repeat steps #12 through #14 to make additional slides.  Each group is required to have a minimum of 4 slides and each person in the group is required to make at least one slide.
22. Save your presentation to your floppy diskette as WebSlides.PPT.
